Use the ControlNet  Network Access cable (1786-CP) to connect 
a programming device to any intelligent device (i.e. workstation, 
PLC  processor, scanner or adapter) on ControlNet through the
network access port (         ).
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This cable is not a straight�through cable.
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ATTENTION:  Do not use the1786-CP cable to provide more
than one connection to your ControlNet cable system; 
this connection could result in possible network failures.
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do not use the 1786�CP cable to connect
your programming device to ControlNet
two ways simultaneously

do not use the 1786�CP cable 
to connect a scanner or adapter
module to a PLC processor

do not use the 1786�CP cable to
connect two separate ControlNet
segments
